Notes and
Lessons from
Internationals

Hearty congratulations are in order for Alliance
members Richard Reeve, Adrian Gimpel, Ilan
Mulholland, and Dan Millgate for their overwhelming
successes at Internationals in Anaheim. They sang
Advance Australia Fair before the opening quartet
session, did a fantastic job in the Quartet competition,
scoring 75.7 while getting one of the best audience
responses of the session, and they wowed the
audience at the World Harmony Jamboree with their
moving Australiana package. In fact, the wife of the
BABS President was moved to tears with Alliance's
emotional delivery of | Am Australian. For more details
on the Convention week from their perspective please
read their article on page 9.

Here are a few observations from the competitions.
Whether these would work for you in Hobart is up to
your Quartet, or your Music Director and music team.
But 95% of the Quartet and Chorus performances had
their ballad first, and up-tune second. For apparel,
virtually every chorus wore black suits with brightly
coloured shirts and/or vests. And | was struck with the
number of times key words were embellished with
breathy consonants — such as "Huh-wwhhhhyy did he
go....", or Haa-oooow can it be..." Also the dynamic
ranges were awesome. Some choruses sang their
entire song at no more than a 7 out of 10 level —
although it seemed very powerful — and then finished
with a "pin your ears back" 10/10. We've been told this
scores of times, but when you hear it in person it's jaw
dropping! And can you imagine a 160 voice chorus
ending a ballad so softly you have to lean forward in
your seat and look at their mouths to see if they're still
singing?? It happened, and it was a magical moment.
Can we do that?? Well why not???

The Chorus and Quartet performances in Anaheim
show that our artform of singing in the Barbershop style
just keeps getting better and better - which is good
because the best way to keep our cherished avocation
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alive is to improve at every level, and at every
opportunity. At the individual quartet and chorus level
we want our next sing-out, or performance, or show to
be the best one we've ever done. That will only happen
if our personal performance is the best ever. Seeing
the results presented by Alliance and the rest of the
International’'s performers just reinforces for me the
concept of a personal rededication to learn, to listen, to
focus, and to do all the things we know how to do, but
to do them with a renewed intensity. Each of us can
make a difference. Let's show the judges in Hobart just
how intense barbershopping in Australia can be!!

On many
occasions we have suffered in sympathy both at Regionals and National competitions when an albeit talented group with fine matched
voices make an error or their performance deteriorates when they know they have made a mistake and the nerves take over. Invariably
they know that their last performance was great,

If our Barbershopping Clans have any continuing fault it is that they miss opportunities to sing to a public audience. Get out there and
enjoy yourselves. Already we are hearing "we are saving ourselves for our Hobart preparation”. Get out and hone up!!! There was even
one occasion in a mass sing out at the commencement of a National Convention in front of a local crowd where one MD instructed his
chorus to just mime the polecats and rest their voices. Give us a break!

Don't forget to stay on and visit around
for those especially who have not visited Tasmania. It is a delightful location. So fellows - We all know it is nice to win a medal but let's not
forget why we sing and meet together on these rare occasions.

DIRECTOR COACHING

NZABS (our New Zealand friends) has made great advances over the last couple of years with the quality of their choruses and quartets;
are we keeping up with international competition; no mean feat. How have they done this? Let me quote from their May 09 newsletter.

“Your Board has been spending up large and needs to be up front about why and for what. Two major items have consumed most of our
currently available resources. The MD Training Program has absorbed $14,000 in 2008 and is expected to cost a further $16,000 this
year. Value for money? You bet. Plenty of feedback has been received from members praising what is being done. You, the membership,
at the 2007 Convention in Dunedin, asked that this be the priority. The second big ticket item is Youth Barbershop. National Co-ordinator,
Matt Gifford, provided a strong development plan for 2009 and was granted a budget of $10,500 - as much as NZABS could afford. Is this
value for money? Of course. It's an investment in our future. Look at our quartets and choruses of young men taking on the best in the
world. There's been little room for any other spending. Management, travel and sundry costs are pruned to a minimum.”

AAMBS has available funds that are significantly higher than Nz, for this program and have offered coaching to front line directors
anywhere in Australia at no cost; to date only six have taken it on for a total expenditure of $1,690. This program was to work towards
better performances and improved scores in Hobart, but now 80% of choruses have missed out. | will continue, however, to try to
persuade directors to take the program on next year.

From Russell Kindervater — Canberra Chordsmen
| found that the training session benefited me by giving me a more disciplined perspective for rehearsals. 1 find that | am giving
more precise directions when conducting and that | am more aware of the vocal production process. The chorus is singing with
more expression, better breathing technique and precision as a result of the training. The chorus was very appreciative of the
training session. | hope to revisit, through recordings, the training sessions.

From Andrew Bradley — Fleurieu Harmony Chorus

Over the last year | have taken the step of learning how to direct, and quickly found out that there’s more to it than keeping the
beat and lifting your left shoulder when the leads go flat. | really appreciated lan’s input, being fairly new to directing my stye
could be described as a bit random and over expressive (Hard to follow). lan’s insights have given me a solid base directing
style to return to once the frantic arm flailing in the loud bits is over! Training in directing and the fundamentals of the barbershop
style has been useful in the arrangements I'm working on. | have been watching the styles of various directors and taking the
best from all of them | hope that Harmony College in September will add more tools to my toolbox. Thank you once a gain for
your time and patience.

From Graham Morrow — The Misty Mountain Moonshiners
Generally, our chorus is quite happy with the results of the coaching here. | am a lot more confident in what | am trying to get
each member to do. | have a much wider scope of things | can do, such as writing music and being able to listen to the different
voices. Our warm-ups are fun now rather than previously when it was perceived as “something we should do | suppose”. Our
rehearsals are much more ordered and disciplined with the result that our overall performances have improved.

From Graham Whetter — Festival Statesmen
Your visit was greatly appreciated and we thank AAMBS for the opportunity. At a personal level | found myself challenged in the
way | do things as a director. Even though | have not changed some things, | always have in my mind the things | was told and
shown and find myself using some of the techniques as | seek to improve my directing. The invisible box | direct in is probably
not as small as you would like to see, but is smaller than previously. The end result for me at the moment is flair in a smaller
area. All this | am sure will, over time, make me a better director more easily 'read' by my chorus. That is their benefit as they will
perform at a higher standard. Thanks for your help.

REMOVE ALL RED FLAGS

(THINGS THAT GET IN THE WAY OF A 100 SCORE
FROM EACH JUDGE FOR EACH SONG)

Dear Singers,

The Convention mammoth is just around the corner and for those who are well under way with their preparations
EXCELLENT! Read on regardless as this article is a timely reminder for those who think they are ready and those whom
have started alike.

Yes, you can always do with a couple of extra rehearsals, so why not ensure that you don't need additional rehearsals? As
an active member of a competitive singing group you have a responsibility to, at the very least, ensure you go on stage
singing the correct words and notes every time you sing your songs (surely this would be "Director Heaven"!). Is this
statement unreasonable? | believe not and it can be done and no, it is not too late! You can ensure this happens; no one
else can do this for you. Set yourself the target of say "all notes correct and words (in the correct order!)" by the end of this
week. Ask to be assessed by someone who can give you the required accurate feedback, or get your tape/mp3/cd in to
your section leader ASAP, it's never too late to identify, correct and re-program.

Go on stage without any red flags (oh sorry, except that nifty choreo clothing change!) for the judges. You collectively and
individually set the score , not the judges, amongst other things they are trained to recognise and award you a score
based on what you reveal to them. All red flags in your performance will allow the judges to pigeon hole your chorus into a
bracket of points immediately, judges can add and remove as they see fit, but as soon as they see and then hear you, you
will be in a score bracket. There are many people who can tell you about additional red flags (poor intonation, weak vowels,
lack of unison - in every sense of the word!), sagging phrase endings, bumpy or odd interpretation etc. etc., so rest assured
you really do have control over the end result and your score.

Don't be one of the 10-12% of members (based on several real life quality improvement exercises) in all choruses that go on
stage knowingly, NOT knowing their part backwards. Check yourself regularly, even if you have demonstrated once that you
can get it right, it's amazing how even the most competent of singers can allow bad habits to creep in!

"Remove those red FLAGS” you have control over, which is nearly all performance elements! If you want to influence the
removal of the red flags that you feel you have less control over, put yourself up for a music leadership position within the
chorus, learn to read music, ask for assistance, ensure you are keeping your side of the equation up. To sing is a
privilege, to sing in harmony is an honour, and to sing formalised arrangements in a structured compet ition is a gift
to you and your audience. Learn your songs, diligently, check you've learned them (again) and ask someone to watch and
listen to you. Use your partners to give you honest feedback, even if they are not qualified (musically), they can give you
feedback on how you look (facially and bodily), whether it sounded believable and whether you may have sung some wrong
words and some can even tell you that you may have sung some wrong notes. Don't wait until your section leader tells you,
you tell him and then fix it, or ask for help to fix it.

Accuracy and consistency  will be the keys to musical success and advancement, then your leaders can assist you
towards transcending through your technique into the realms of artistry....this is where all competitors should want to be.....

Report.....
Alliance Quartet

What a BLAST we had! If you EVER get a chance to go to an
International Convention, take it.

Here is our report on our attendance and performance at the
recent International Convention in Anaheim, California, at which
we were honoured to represent AAMBS.

Although Anaheim, a south-eastern district of Los Angeles near
Disneyland was our destination, we first flew to Denver to meet
up with long time friend and coach, Eddie Martinez, for a few
days of final coaching and preparation. Eddie had also arranged
for us to sing on the Sound of the Rockies (4th placed
International chorus) show. What a thrill that was, and what a
thrill to walk into the dressing room to meet the guys from Storm
Front (3 placed International quartet) being coached by two of
the stars of barbershop, Rick la Rosa and Chad Guyton.

We spent three wonderful days in the Rocky Mountains with
Eddie, staying in a cabin, eating, sleeping and singing
barbershop all day. What a treat! That final coaching put the
final polish on our performance and we can't thank Eddie
enough for giving up his vacation time to spend with us. We just

Then we flew down to LA,
and into the excitement
that is an International
Convention. Our first foray
into Harmony Marketplace resulted in us singing a song for Mike
Slamka (Lead of Crossroads the 2009 International quartet
champions), and meeting lots of old friends. After pushing our
credit cards to the limit stocking up on T-shirts and all the latest
recordings of the top groups, we ventured into the hotel lobby
for an evening of singing tags and catching up with people.

Our competition time was 9pm on Wednesday evening, so we
were able to watch the first session of quartet competition,
where we realised (as if we didn't know already) that the
competition was going to be pretty fierce. We were very pleased
with our performance in the contest. It was great to receive
numerous “shout-outs” during the webcast interview, and we
want to thank everyone who watched. We hope you enjoyed it
as much as we did. We performed as well as we had hoped,

and scored an average of 75.7%, just 0.3% below our target of
76%. That's the highest score ever by an AAMBS quartet at
International, and included a couple of 81s, so we are justifiably
proud of that!

Our other official performance was at the World Harmony
Jamboree dinner show on Thursday. That went well too, and
there were many acts from around the world, which was a
smorgasbord of talent for the audience. We gave the audience
some Aussie flavour with I Am Australian and our medley of
Waltzing Matilda and | Still Call Australia Home.

Highlights of the Convention would have to be Crossroads
quartet performance of Lucky Old Sun, which ended up with
everyone crying and screaming for more, and the performances
of the Vocal Majority and the Ambassadors of Harmony in the
chorus contest. The VM broke the world record for the highest
score ever in an International chorus contest, only for it to be
broken an hour later by the Ambassadors. What a thrilll Their
performance brought the house down, and it was so exciting to
be there and part of that historic event. They scored an average
99.6% for presentation, including three 100’s.

After a full 4 days (and nights) of International Convention
activities, we were absolutely spent, but wonderfully glad that
we had had the opportunity to be part of it all. Other events
included the AIC show, the Harmony Foundation Show and the
Collegiate quartet contest.

Affiliates did extremely well this year with a quartet from
Sweden (Ringmasters) winning a 4" place medal, and the
Musical Island Boys from New Zealand finishing 10", It's the
first time EVER that an affiliate has finished in the top 10 (and
there were two this year), and the first time EVER an affiliate
group has won an International medal in open competmon The
youth choruses from Sweden (7t ) and New Zealand (10" ) also
did extremely well.

There are so many people to thank for making it possible for
Alliance to go to International. We hope we don’t miss anyone
out! First of all, AAMBS, who nominated us and gave us a
$4,000 subsidy. Then there was our chapter, Vocal Evolution,
who supported us with a number of fundraising events. Thanks
to all of the acts who performed on our fund-raising concert in
April, Nexus, BlackJaQ, VE, Johnny Young Talent School,
Ambrosia String Quartet, and MC Mike Donnelly. Our wonderful
friends from Hills Harmony, who have supported us over the
years and put on a fund-raising concert for us in Sydney. Our
families who have always allowed us the time to devote to
perfecting our barbershop skills. All of our supporters from the
Men In Harmony and West Coast Chordsmen choruses in
Perth, and to all members of Western Region. To the Eastern
Region for inviting us to be part of your weekend workshop in
February, another great opportunity for us to hone and share
our skills with fellow barbershoppers. To our coaches, Jo
Oosterhoff, Gordon Brockway and Eddie Martinez, thank you for
your patience, and to all others who have supported our fund-
raising efforts, especially Terry Wheeler, Warren Beckwith and
Lawrie Stanley, we say thanks.

Like we said at the start of this article, if you ever get a chance

to go to an International Convention, grab it — with both hands.
You will never regret it.
